Are Conversation Starters

e Between 30,000 and 45,000 turkey legs are sold during a single, nine-week season of the
Bristol Renaissance Faire.

e Approximately 450,000 gallons of ale, wine, iced tea and fresh-squeezed lemonade are
consumed each season.

e Bristol’s Queen Elizabeth is probably the best dressed performer on the Renaissance
Faire circuit. She has six exquisitely detailed gowns from which to choose, each costing
thousands of dollars to create.

e The Queen knights somewhere in the neighborhood of 1,280 children every season.

e [Faire-goers can enjoy more than 90 different stage shows in a single nine-hour day —
many presented multiple times.

e The Bristol RenQuest Facebook Fan Page boasts almost 1,000 fans.

e First-year performers are required to complete 45 hours of classes in the Bristol Academy
of Performing Arts prior to the start of the season.

e Merchants, artisans and craftspeople travel from as far away as California, New York and
Florida to display their wares at the Bristol Faire Marketplace.

e The longest-standing participant at the Faire is Pamela de la Pena, a Cordon Bleu-trained
food vendor who has been serving Faire guests crepes and tempura for 30-plus years.

e Seventy-three different food items are sold at the Bristol Renaissance Faire.

e More than 100 couples have been married at Bristol over the past 22 years. Every
summer, there are dozens of pre-arranged marriage proposals at the Faire.
